In accordance with the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) Revenue Procedure 2007-54 effective March 6, 2012, this notice will serve as your authorization to provide temporary housing to individuals displaced by during the period of February 29 to March 3, 2012 affected by severe storms, tornadoes, straight-line winds, and flooding in the following 21 Kentucky counties: Bath, Campbell, Carroll, Grant, Grayson, Johnson, Kenton, Larue, Laurel, Lawrence, Magoffin, Martin, Menifee, Montgomery, Morgan, Ohio, Pendleton, Rowan, Russell, Trimble, and Wolfe.

Keep in mind that it is your responsibility to maintain adequate records verifying adherence to all stipulations noted in the Revenue Procedure.  Furthermore, as referenced in the Revenue Procedure, this temporary housing cannot extend beyond July 7, 2012 unless the displaced household is deemed eligible per the requirements of Section 42.
Please retain this letter, as well as all required documentation for households served, for future Kentucky Housing Corporation compliance monitoring.
