Affordable Housing Trust Fund Administrative Certification 

The applicant hereby assures and certifies that:

1. They possess legal authority to apply for AHTF funds and execute the proposed program.

2. The work performed with AHTF funds will meet all state and local building code requirements.

3. All acquisition and/or new construction units must be deed restricted for at least five years.  Any rehabilitated unit assisted with $5,000 or more of AHTF funds must be deed restricted.  Deed restrictions must be filed separately in the deed book (being included in the language on the mortgage is not sufficient).  If a rehabilitated unit is assisted with less than $5,000, a mortgage or agreement with the family assisted can be used in place of the recorded deed restriction.  If an agreement is used, it must require repayment if the family sells the house to a non-qualifying household before the 5-year term is over.

4. They will verify and maintain documentation that all households assisted with AHTF funds meet the income guidelines in the funding agreement.

5. They understand Kentucky Housing Corporation (“KHC”) reserves the right to recapture funds if technical submission items are not submitted by the applicant by the date referenced in the reservation letter, if funds are not committed and/or expended and construction completed by the dates referenced in the funding agreement or if the project substantially changes after funding commitment.

Failure to provide complete and accurate information during the application process and/or failure to comply with attributes pledged on the application may result in rejection of the application and the applicant being barred from further KHC funding.


The undersigned hereby makes application to KHC for AHTF funds.  The undersigned agrees that KHC and any of its directors, officers, employees or agents will be indemnified and held harmless against any and all losses, costs, damages, expenses and liabilities whatsoever in nature or type directly or indirectly resulting from, arising out of or related to acceptance, consideration and approval or disapproval of the application.


The undersigned understands that KHC, in order to effectively administer the AHTF Program, may require additional information during the application, construction and affordability periods.  KHC will also inspect the AHTF assisted properties to monitor compliance with all state building codes.  The undersigned agrees that, upon receipt of reasonable requests, additional information will be promptly sent to KHC.  The undersigned further agrees that upon receipt of reasonable requests, representatives of KHC will be permitted to enter the project premises to conduct inspections.


The undersigned hereby represent and certify that the foregoing information is true, complete and accurate to the best of his or her knowledge and belief.  The undersigned further certifies that he or she is duly authorized to execute this instrument on behalf of the recipient.
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
