RELOCATION AND ACQUSITION

If the project involves the purchase of property, you should have already provided the Notice of Voluntary Arms Length Transaction to the person from whom the property is being purchased.  This should have been included in the application that was submitted to KHC and this completes the acquisition documentation that must be submitted to KHC on projects of voluntary acquisition.  If property is being purchased by an entity with the power of eminent domain, the process is more complicated and you should have already discussed all the details of this with your project representative.

If there were/are tenants residing at the project location at the time your project was initiated, or any time since, you will need to follow all rules associated with the Uniform Relocation Assistance Act and 104(d), as applicable, regarding relocation.  You should have already contacted your project representative to discuss the situation and to receive further guidance.  If applicable, you should have already given the General Information Notice and pamphlet to the tenants.

This is also true of projects involving acquisition by an entity with the power of eminent domain.
