AGENCY participated in the 2009 Kentucky Point-In-Time Count coordinated by Kentucky Housing Corporation, the state housing finance agency, in cooperation with the Kentucky Interagency Council on Homelessness (KICH).  The goal of the Point-In-Time Count is to survey homeless persons in every county in the state.  

The count is very important, especially during this economic downturn, because it helps determine the amount of federal funding available for homeless assistance in the state.  Kentucky Housing Corporation estimates that the total count should result in over $17 million in funding from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development for Kentucky’s homeless programs.  
As noted in the letter you received from the NAME, TITLE, with KICH, during this year’s count, XXX homeless were counted across the state.  In our county/region, there were XX homeless counted.  
The results of a two-year study conducted by the Kent School of Social Work at the University of Louisville showed that it cost nearly $89 million over a two-year period to shelter and care for just over 7,000 single homeless adults.  This cost is passed to the community, through law enforcement, corrections, education, and other systems, and impacts our community resources.

AGENCY joins with KICH to say thank you for your assistance in supporting this important effort on an issue that affects all of Kentucky.  We invite you to participate in local planning efforts to end homelessness in our community.  Enclosed is a copy of our regional plan to end homelessness.  This is optional.
