· Doubled- or tripled-up with friends or relatives because their families do not have the resources to afford housing.
KHC needs your help to collect data on children experiencing homelessness in COUNTY.  This information helps Kentucky assist thousands of families to find safe, decent, affordable permanent housing, as well as other supportive services.  The count is also important because it is a large factor in determining the amount of federal funding available for homeless programs in the state.
