AGENCY is participating in the 2011 Kentucky Point-In-Time Count coordinated by Kentucky Housing Corporation, the state housing finance agency, and the Kentucky Interagency Council on Homelessness.  The Point-In-Time Count is a survey of homeless persons in every county in the state.  

The count will take place in COUNTY between 12 midnight and 11:59 p.m., local time, on DATE.  The count is very important because it helps determine the amount of federal funding available for homeless assistance in the state.  That is why your help and the help of other local officials throughout the state are so important.

During last year’s count, 6.623 homeless were counted across the state, including INSERT NUMBER in COUNTY OR REGION.  You may already know that, unfortunately, homeless persons use a variety of public systems in inefficient and costly ways.  While it may not be obvious, the chronically homeless create significant costs to local service programs.

AGENCY EXAMPLE OF HOMELESS COSTS—IF DESIRED
Each region of the Commonwealth has been assigned a volunteer coordinator responsible for the logistics of the count.  These coordinators assist in recruiting volunteers to help complete the survey.  Due to the wide geographic area that is covered during the count, it is vital that we secure the help of as many volunteers as possible.  I will be contacting your office soon to discuss the count and ways that you can help ensure the most accurate count possible.
