AGENCY is participating in the 2011 Kentucky Point-In-Time Count coordinated by Kentucky Housing Corporation, the state housing finance agency, and the Kentucky Interagency Council on Homelessness.  The Point-In-Time Count is a survey of homeless persons in every county in the state. 

The count will take place in County between 12 midnight and 11:59 p.m., local time, on DATE.  The count is very important because it helps determine the amount of federal funding available for homeless assistance in the state.  This funding is crucial in making sure that all Kentuckians have a safe and decent place to live.  

The Point-In-Time Count is not possible without the help of volunteers.  Volunteers do not have to be employees of a service agency or state agency; they are people just like you!  With your assistance, data can be collected that will ultimately aid in resolving homelessness in the state, help many homeless Kentuckians find affordable housing, and save taxpayer money currently spent on homeless services.

Included with this letter is an information sheet explaining a volunteer’s duties.  Also, AGENCY will conduct an orientation for volunteers interested in helping with the 2011 Point-In-Time Count.  You will learn how to approach an individual or family who is homeless, how to obtain necessary information for the count, and how to put the homeless in touch with local resources.
