Kentucky Housing Corporation, the state housing finance agency, and the Kentucky Interagency Council on Homelessness are coordinating the 2011 Point-In-Time Count of homeless persons in every county in the state.

The count will take place in County between 12 midnight and 11:59 p.m., local time, on Thursday, DATE.  The count is very important because it helps determine the amount of federal funding available for homeless assistance in the state.  That is why your support and the support of the community are so important to the count.

During last year’s count, # homeless were counted in COUNTY OR REGION.  As a homeless service provider, you understand that many of Kentucky’s homeless live in less visible places.  These individuals and families are living in substandard housing conditions, are doubled- or tripled-up with family or friends, or are expecting evictions within seven days from a private dwelling with no expectation of having a nighttime residence or a community support network.  They are referred to as being “precariously housed.”  While these Kentuckians are not counted in the final homeless numbers, their needs are no less taxing to homeless service agencies.  During the 2010 Point-In-Time Count, there were 9,833 individuals who were precariously housed across Kentucky (excluding Fayette and Jefferson Counties).  This is an almost 30 percent increase from 2009.
Each region of the Commonwealth has been assigned a volunteer coordinator responsible for the logistics of the count in that region.  These coordinators can assist you in recruiting volunteers in your area to help complete the survey.  Due to the wide geographic area that is covered during the count, it is vital that we secure the help of as many volunteers as possible.  The coordinator in your region will be contacting your office soon to discuss the count and ways that you can help ensure the most accurate count possible.
